Do you know your ring size?  You can measure it.  Here’s how:
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Cut out the measuring gim-


      mick shown here, cutting 


      along the outside of the 


      form.





Make sure that the body of          the gimmick Measures 3 ½” as shown.  Make a slit for the tail to pass through it at point B.





Roll the tail of the gimmick (numbered side out) and put it through slot B.  Now place this loop over the finger that you want to wear the ring, place in over the second (larger) knuckle and pull the tail up snug but not tight, over the knuckle.





The number seen at point B is the size of the ring that you need.  It may fall between two numbers and should not be tightened or loosened to acquire a whole number.  Just indicate the number seen plus ½.
